Praise your child for strengths (not level 4s neces-
sarily…but any area of growth, skill, or knowledge).  
It is also VERY important to focus on learning skills 
because they are the foundation for later years 
(education/employment). 
 
Discuss (ask) your child what he/she enjoys AND is 
going to work on to improve in term three.  E.g. “In 
term three I want to take greater responsibility 
for completing my homework.” 
(Avoid general statements like, “Try to do better.”)
    
Remind your child that you expect his/her best (as 
opposed to the best in the class!) 
Remember to speak posi-
tively about school…
childrens’ attitude about 
education is often di-
rectly affected by their 
parents’ attitude! 
 
Someone brought a comparison to my attention one 
day… If we simply file the paper (report card) with-
out taking time to understand what the report 
means it would be like going to the doctor without 
asking for/listening to the report.  We (students 
and parents) need to know what is going well and 
what we can do to improve.  It is this information 
that can help us move forward.  If you do not un-
derstand a part of the report card…please ask!!!  
Together we can have a successful third term!
