October is a very busy month in the Kindergarten 
classroom.  We  celebrated Thanksgiving by dis-
cussing what we were thankful for and learned 
some songs and poems about turkeys.

We are presently working on an Apple unit.  In 
math, we have been counting apples and sorting 
them in a variety of ways.  We made beautiful ap-
ple prints in art.  The SK’s will be making a class 
book called, Ten Apples Up On Top.  To end our 
Apple unit, we will be making applesauce.  Mmmm! 
Later this month, we will be conducting a pumpkin 
investigation.  We will estimate and measure the 
height, width, and weight of pumpkins and learn 
how pumpkins grow.

She is presently com-
pleting her practicum for her Early Childhood Edu-
cation course.  Mrs. Mutz will also be spending 
some time in our classroom to help develop oral 
language skills by engaging the children in conver-
sation during learning centres.

Grade 2/3 Classroom  

 
The grade 2/3 classroom continues to be a busy 
place.  This week marks the beginning of our book 
bag program.
